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Abstract:

Majority of Orientals showed hostile behavior towards Prophet
Muhammad (S.A.W.W). There were some specific reasons and
motives behind this deliberately unfriendly conduct. These
reasons, motives and their background are discussed
comprehensively and analytically in this writing.
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"At the moment of inspiration --- anxiety pressed upon
the Prophet, and His countenance become troubled.
Sweat dropped from His forehead, and would fall to the
ground as in a trance". (4)
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"We find these ascetic and sensory phenomena in a very
similar form among persons suffering from recognized
mental conditions such as hysteria, schizophreniarenia
and uncontrolled verbalization". (5)
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"So good was ground and the propagation so zealous,

that the faith spread from house to house and from tribe
to tribe, the Jews looked on in amazement ... It was
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native and congenial Judaism, foreign in its birth,
touched no Arab sympathies, Islam, grafted on the faith
and superstitions, the customs and nationality of the
Arabs, found ready access to their hearts".(6)
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"Mahmomet was now going on to three-score years; but
weakness for the sex seemed only to grow with age and
the attractions of His increasing haram were insufficient

to prevent His passion from wandering beyond its ample
limits". (12)
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"The Prophet was growing old. At the time of the
expedition of Tabuk. He must have been in sixties. Even,
so He had not lost His foundness for women.(13)
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"Many of His followers dislike the new warlike attitutde,
and the people of Madinah were naturally doubtful
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where it would be led". (14)
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"The method, then, Wthh the Prophet employed in order
to provide sustenance for Himself and all His
companions, was that of plundering the caravan which
passed Medina on the way to or from Syira". (15)
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"The Principle is formulated which for a season made

the sword the Principal missionary instrument of
Islam".(16)
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"Some of the evidence against Him, such as His
connivance at assasination and His approval of the

execution of the men of a Jewish calm, are historical
matters that cannot be denied". (17)
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"Though the religious feeling which was at the root of
theanti-Islamic resentment has in the meantime given
way to a more materialistic, out look on life that old

resentment itself remains as a subconscious factor in the
mind of Europe."(23)
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"Christians of Mediaval times misuderstood
Muahammad and considered Him a despicable

character."(24)
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"All such conoctions and fabrications about Islam were

made by christian priests in the name of religion and
greater glory of christendom".(25)
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
