The Importance of Migration to Madinah in
Islamic History

The Arabs used to descibe their history, relating it to

some major incident. For example, the incident of As-haab
al-F?1 (People of the Elephants) took place before the
Prophet's birth. Therefore, they used to say that a certain
incident took place such and such period before or after the
incident of As-haab al-F?1. During the regime of Caliph Umar,
the need as to which point of time the Islamic calendar should
commence and how to calculate its dates was seriously felt.
Different opinions came to the fore as a result of suggestions
sought from the Companions. Hazrat Umar was of the view
that Hiyrat (Migration) to Madinah should be made the
foundation of Islamic history. Hazrat Ali seconded it. At last, a
decision was made to this effect. This 15 because the
Migration to Madinah holds the position of a milestone in the
history of Islam.
Though the Muslims were being persecuted in Makkah and
they had been passing through a life of trals and trbulations
yet the ayaat (verses) being revealed during that period were
giving them good tidings of success ahead. Then they were
advised to migrate to some place in oxder to protect their faith

if the native land proves hard to them. As a result of this
counsel, the Muslims migrated first to Habsha (present

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Ethiopia) and finally to Madinah. Towards the end of the
Makkan era, Surah Bani Israel was revealed with detailed
mention of the background of Migration to Madinah and its
impact on the future. As a result of the Migration to Madinah,
D?n was perfected, the Muslims got political power, Islam
was presented as a global and everlasting D?n, and the Islamic
State was introduced as an economically prosperous state.

In this article, a study of these aspects has been made in the
light of the Qur'an.

The Qurayshi Tradition of Mercantile Alliances
during the Makkan Period (610-622)

The mercantile classes all over Arabia and especially
Qurayshi tribe of Makkah developed a tradition of making
alliances with traders of their towns and other neighbouring
dwellings in the Jahili period spanning over at least two
centuries before the bi'thah (Prophethood) of Muhammad,
apart from making pacts and covenants with the Arabian trbes
living on their trade-routes inside Arabia and with adjacent
countries they traded in, seeking the protection and
cooperation of their mlers and mercantile classes. This legacy
of mercantile cooperation led almost all the Traders and
Merchants of a city, town or centre to make an understanding
with another traders of his dwelling who were called nadim or
sharik (partner), raising an individualistic effort to a joint
enterprise of two merchants, and at times to a limited

company Merchants engaged in national or international trade
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were naturally compelled to make agreements of mmutual
protection and cooperation with other towns like Makkah,
Yathib and Taif etc., they protected their mercantile activities

as well as their life and family in their respective regions.
Qurayshi traders in particular were leaders and trend-setters
who not only consolidated these mercantile pacts but also
utilised them for social understanding by making matrimonial
relationship with their trade-partners in varous centres of
their activity. This study aims at focusing attention on the
contimiation of this mercantile activity in the Makkan period

ofthe Prophet.
