The
foundation of Islam lies on the beliefs of Monotheism,
Prophethood and the Day of Judgement. Its culture also grows
on this very foundation. Islam does not sanction mudity and
obscenity in the name of culture. It has provided principled
guidanlines for eating and drinking as well as dress.

Likewise, Islam has its own political theory and a political
system. In Islam sovereignty rests with Allah the Exalted
alone. It has given beliefs and a system of life based thereon,
which it calls Shari'ah. It has enjoined the believers to follow
the Shari'ah in its totality. Protection of basic human rnights,
freedom of thought and expression, elimination of evils from
soclety, inviting people to virtues and forbidding them from
vices, establishment of equity and justice, and equality are the
fundamentals which provide bases for Islamic politics.
Political restlessness found in the world at present, the way
powerful nations are exploiting weak nations, and the threats
to world peace are giving way to the feeling that there 15 some
fault in the existing political system which should be
removed.

Justice and Judicial System are integral parts of each other
and Law 15 basis for this system. Although Judiciary aims
substantially not to legislate, it cannot be aloof from the
legislative process.

laws enacted by the legislative forums/ -constitutional
assemblies.

One of the objections levelled against the Qur'an is that it
teaches separatism; that it wants its believers to keep from the
followers of other religions; that its teachings are an obstacle
in the way of communal harmony. Efforts are made thus to
give the impression that Islam 15 not sutable for phiral
society. Not only this, but, going a step ahead it is also
claimed that some verses of the Qur'an enjoin its believers to
fight and be at war with the followers of other religions. This
impression about the Qur'an is not proper. It 15 true that the
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Qur'an has drawn a line of distinction between a Mushm
(believer) and a Kafir (unbeliever); but this differentiation
does not leave any impact on human rights and social
contacts. The guidelines the Qur'an gives for the establishment
of an exemplary society will be applicable to all people,
whether Muslim or Non-Mushim.

This paper tells us that the Qur'an enjoins to uphold equity,
Justice and broadmindedness in maintaining relationship with
parents, kinfolks and neighbours, in extending cooperation to
the poor and needy, and in behaving ourselves with all persons
in society, irrespective of their faith and creed. Besides, the
Qur'anic guidelines not to befriend Non-Mushims and fight
and kill the opponents have been dealt with in their proper
contexts and respective backgrounds, and their real intent and
meaning have been brought to Light.
