Role of the Great Negus of Abyssinia
in the Protection and Spread of Islam

Almost all the biographers of the Holy Prophet
Muhammad (peace and blessings of Allah be to him), classical
and modern alike, very judiciously and scholarly discussed the
exemplary role of the great Negus of Abyssinia in providing
shelter for the Muslim immigrants of Makkah in 615-16 CE.
and protecting them in his country from all onslaughts of
tirade, physical persecution, religious criticism and ethnic
prejudices. He had also been praised for his character, vision,
mental prowess, religious tolerance, justice and political
sagacity and liberal rather generous treatment of Arabian
Immigrant Community who were forced to leave their
homeland by their own kith and kin simply because they
wanted to practise their religion as they liked.

In this article some new dimensions of the role and
character of the great Negus have been highlighted: First,
being a tme follower of the real Chrnstiamity and visionary
scholar and intellectual, he openly and courageously declared
to the great unhappiness and disgust of his religious and
political courtiers that the religion brought by the Holy
Prophet Muhammad (peace and blessings of Allah be to him)
15 not only similar to the religion of Jesus Christ but also final
culmination of the tme religion of Islam; admatting that the
Holy Qui'?n and Real Injeel have emanated from one mishkat,
the only source of divine knowledge and guidance.

Secondly, he approved of the Religion of Muhammad Rasul
Allah and followed it, although his conversion has been doubted or
misintepreted by~ Muslim  and ~ Westem  scholars;  his  conversion  to
Islam s sufficiently illustrated by the facts and traditions.

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Thirdly, the great Negus not only allowed Muslims of
Arabia to practise their religion freely but also punished those
who jeered, mocked, crticised or persecuted the Mushms n
any way, applying law and government machinery for
creating and furthering the religious and ethnic tolerance and
harmony.

Fourthly, he also allowed the Muslim immigrants to
preach their religion peacefully but also protected the
neo-converts of Abyssinian omngin and also allowed
Abyssinian deputations to visit the Holy Prophet at Makkah
and Madinah from 616-629; some of the viusitors accepted
Islam at the hands of the Prophet.

Lastly, the great Negus exploited his commercial and
political contacts with a mumber of great leaders of Quraysh
who visited him to seek their Muslim brethren's exile from his
country by convincing them of the gemineness of Islam and
it5 Last Prophet and at times exhorted them to follow him
sincerely as he himself had done s0. One of the greatest
statesmen and political and military leader of Quraysh Hazrat
Amr b. al -As al-Sahma (RA) was s0 impressed by his
arguments and preaching that he accepted Islam at the hands
of the Great Negus and immediately after he mished to
Madinah to swrrender himself to the Holy Prophet. This was
not the only one example of Negus' preaching. In fact, the
Negus of Abyssinia was an epitome of truth and became as a
Role-Model for Christian leaders and states of modern times.
