Sufistic Interpretation of the Qui'an is one of the various
trends of Qur'an interpretation. It means Qur'an interpretation
by Sufis by making remarks which are contrary to the
apparent meaning but with the possbility of establishing a
connection and adjustment between the two. This is also
called Tafseer-e-Ishari (Qur'an Interpretation by making
remarks).

When we cast a glance at the history of Tafseer-e-Isharn,
its various stages come to light. In the beginning, the Sufis
preferred Tafseer-e-Ishari to Tafseer-e-Zahiri (apparent
interpretation of the Qur'an). Later on, they mneglected
Tafseer-e-Zahiri, and depended solely on  Sufistic
Interpretation of the Qui'an. In the third stage, there appears to
be a blending of Tafseer-e-Ishari and Tafseer-e-Zahiri. And in
the last stage, there 15 dominance of Tafseer-e-Zahiri over
Tafseer-e-Ishar.
