In the Quran we can trace three phases in the progress of the mind of
Mohammad, from idolatry to the formation of a new creed. First, the religion of
the Ka'bah, in which he sincerely believed, seems to have formed the principal
subject of his meditations...By mystifying the faith of his fathers he tried to
reconcile 1t with the belief 1n one God. (Life of Muhammad, p. 103)
[t has been mentioned that the vision, in which he was ordered to read, caused
him finally to renounce 1dolatry...Before the vision he was an 1dolator; and after
the fatrah he possessed the acquaintance with the Scriptural history, which we
find 1n the Qoran. Even after he had declared himself a prophet he shewed,
during the beginning of his career, a strong leaning towards, and a sincere belief
in, the Scriptures and Biblical legends; but 1in proportion to his success he
seperated himself from the Bible. This 1s the second phase in the progress of the
prophet's mind.

Disappointed with the Jewish and Christian religions, he began to form a system
of faith of his own; and this 1s the third phase of the transition period.

Some considered 1t as the accentricities
of a poetical genius; others thought that he was a Kahin, soothsayer; but the
majority took a less charitable view, and declared that he was insane; and, as,
madness and melancholy are ascribed to supernatural influence in the east, they

said that he was in the power of Satan and his agents, the jinn. (Life of

His actions were, 1n some 1nstances, as cruel as his poetry: some apostates from
his faith were sentenced by him to have their hands and feet cut off, and their
eyes pierced with hot 1ron.

Finally, what of our question? Was Muhammad a prophet? He was a man 1n
whom creative imagination worked at deep levels and produced 1deas relevant to
the central questions of human existence, so that his religion has had a
widespread appeal, not only 1in his own age but 1n succeeding centuries. Not all
the 1deas he proclaimed are true and sound, but by God's grace he has been
enabled to provide millions of men with a better religion than they had before
they testified that there 1s no god but God and that Muhammad 1s the messenger
of God.
