There are No. Evils Within QOur Home

Television and unlawtul music are not allowed in the house: pictures on
the wall do not contain aminate beings: there are no statues or anyvthing
that resembles statucs: dogs arc not present in the housc: smoking 1s not
allowed: decorations are kept simple to avoid excessivencss: the
lclephone is used for beneficial purposes and not harm{ul ones (such as
gossiping or backbiting). when people come to visit. the men and
women sit scparatcly. The cffects of these evils on the sanctity of the
home should be obvicus. For example. the Prophet. sallallahu alayhe
wu sallam. said; "' Angels do not enter a house which has cither a dog
or a picture in it." (Bukhari).

The Physical Aspects of the Home are Conducive to
Fulfilling Religious Obligations

It is best for the home to be closc 1o a mosque so that it will be casicr
for men to attend the prasers in congregation and for all family
members to visit the mosque for lectures. study groups. and social
gatherings. It is also advisable to find an arca where other Muslims live
1o obtain the benefits ol conumunity. One shounld defintely be carclut
abowt close neighbors and avoid thasc who are obviously immoral.
When choosing a house consideration should be made regarding the
availability of separate sitting arcas for nen and women. The house
should be spacious and fulfil safety and health requirements’ The WC
in the toifet shouldnot be in the direction of “the Qibla™

‘He also said: "Allah loves kindness and rewards it in such a way the
He does not reward for harshness or for anything else.” (Muslim).
There are many examples of the Prophet's kindness and good treatment
toward his family that we should try 10 emulate. He was affectionate
and playful with his wives and children and would help with household
chores to-case the burden for his wives. Following his example will
“bring tranquility to the home and help 1o truly make it an abode of rest.

We Know the Islamic Rufings That Pertain to Houses

Such as guarding the secrets of the home, seeking permission to enter,
not looking into other people's homes, not allowing children to enter
the parent s bedroom during certain times of the day. and not staying
alone overnight. This last one is interesting to consider gince some
husbands travel for. their business or work. The Prophet. sallallabu
aluvhi wasallam. actuaily discouraged this. Ibn Umar reported that the
Prophet forbade being alone and said that a man should not stay
overnight alone or travel alone (Ahmad). Not only will he be alone..but
his wife and children arc likely to be lefi alone in the home without any
protection cr companionship. :

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QOur Home is a Place of Worship

This means that salah is established withun the home at its required time
and that members of the family pray in congregation when several are
present. The family may also designate a specific arca for praver and
maintain its uniquencss and cleanliness,

For wonicn. it is better to pray cach prayer \mhm the home. For men. o
is rccommended 1o pray voluntary pravers at home afier having prayed
obligatory prayers in the masjid. The Prophet. sallallahu alayvhe
wasallam. said: "The voluntary prayer in the home is better than
the voluntary prayer with the people. It is dikc the obligatory
praver of the man in congregation heing better than praying the
obligatory. by himself,” (Sahil al-Faari). This is to cnsure that homes
are made places of worship just as the masajids.

We Regularly read Sui-at Al-Bagarah and Avatul Kursi
to Keep Satan Away

The Messenger of Allah. sallallabu alavhe wasallam. said: " Recite
Surat Al-Bagarah in your houses, for the Satan does not enter a
house in which Surat AI-Baqur:ih is recited." (Sahih al-Jaami).

He also said: "When you go to your bed, recite Avatul Kursi:
'Allah! There is ne god but Him, the Ever-Living, the One Who
Sustains and Protects all that exists', to the end, for then there will
remain over you a guardian from Allah, ‘md Satan will not come
near you until morning.” (Buklmn)

This is primarily the responsibility of the head of dic houschold who
must ensurc that he is guiding his family-to the correct path. cnjoining
them to do good. and forbidding them from evil. Attaining knnwledge
is incuaribent upon all members of the family and 1s the basis upon |
which Emaan will flourish. A study circle should be estabhished in the
home that covers the various arcas in Islam and from which ail famuly
members “will benefit. Children should especialls be encouraged to
participate since this will cstablish a pattern for them that will be
carried throughout their lifctimes.
