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The word ' democracy ' came in to English in the sixteenth century
from the
French demokratie, its origins are Greek; 'Democracy' is derived
from demokratia,
the root meanings of which are demos(people) and kratos(rule).
Democracy
means form of government in which in contradiction to monarchies
and
aristocracies, the people rule.
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A complete democracy would consult all of its citizens upon all
matters...It gives citizens not merely the sense of sharing in

decisions, but the actual opportunity to influence its substance.(7)
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From Latin root 'stare' -meaning to stand or status- the word ‘state’

became 'estate' in German, 'staat' in old French and in English

'state’.Both the terms state and estate carry the factor of land or

territory as common in their meaning ;and both have descended

from the old feudal system- the fundamental to the political

structure of that time. (16)
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Originally, as derived from the Latin term su pera nus through the
French term souveraineté,
sovereignty was meant to be the equivalent of supreme power.
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Sovereignty is one, indivisible, unalienable and imprescriptible; it
belongs to the Nation; no group can attribute sovereignty to itself
nor can an individual arrogate it to himself.
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Man is the measure of all things.... things are for each man what
they seem to each man.(17)
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For the renaissance, on the other hand, man is more important.
than God, and man's relations to his fellows more important than

his soul's relation to the deity.(18)
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| The state is only there to give individuals their fullest opportunity ofy
* living a good life, they , not the state , being the judge of what
goodness, is for them. And finally , the authority cannot come from
1 above or from outside, it's only source is the people

h themselves.(19)
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The impact of religion on political life has progressively been
restricted by the spread of liberal culture& ideas.(36)
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Historically, the most important social influences on formation of-
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liberal individualism were the wars of religion and rise of modern
science in the sixteenth and seventeenth centuries, and the
passage from feudalism to capitalism from the same period.
