the backwardness of others.

By the same token, this type of monopoly ownership and °

government is able to prevent economic collapse, but incapable of
preventing chronic crises. The selfish interests of the new class
and the ideological character of the economy make it impossible to

maintain 2 healthy and barmonious system.

Planning emphasis in every Communist system is always
directed towards branches of the economy that are considered to be
of decisive importance in maintaining the political stability of the
regime, These branches are ones that enhance the role, power, and
privileges of the bureaucracy. They also are the ones that strengthen

. the regime in its relations to other countries and make it possible for
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the regime to industrialize to a greater degree. Up to now, they
have been branches of heavy and war industries. This does not
mean that the situation cannot change in. individual countries.
Recently atomic energy, especially in the USSR, has begun to take
first place in the plan; I should say that this is happening because
of military, foreign and political considerations rather than for any
other,

Everything is subordinated to these aims. Consequently, many
branches of the economy are lagging and working inefficiently;
disproportions and difficulties are inevitable; and excessive pro-
duction costs and chronic inflation are rampant. According to
André Philipe (in the New Leader, October 1, 1956), investments
in heavy industry in the Ussr increased from the 53.3 per cent of!
total investments in 1954 to 60 per cent of total investments in 1955.
Twenty-one per cent of the net national income is being invested in
industry, with a concentration on heavy industry, although heavy
industry only contributed 7.4 per cent to the increase in income per
capita, 6.4 per cent of which was due to increased production.

It 1s understandable why, under such conditions, the standard

li concern of the new owners, even though, as
Marx himself maintains, men are the most important factor in

. production. Agcording tg Edward Crankshaw, who is close to the
British esperate battle for survival must be
ought in the USSR by those who earn less roubles monthly.

Communist countries, not even in countries like Czechoslovakia
which are technologically very advanced. Once an exporter of
ggpculturdl products, Yugoslavia now imports them. According to.
official 'statistics; thé standard of living of blue- and white-collar
workers-is lower than before World War II, when Yugoslavia was
an undeveloped capitalist courtry.

(Communist planning draws its _main mspuatlon not from the
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needs of the economy as a whole, but from politicél and ideological
motives, especially when faced with a choice between economic
progress, i.e., the raising of the living standard, and political and
class interest. For ideological reasons, Communists invest inten-

sively in certain_branches of the économy. This leads to severe
dislocations in the economy, which cannot be paid for by income
f;t;m nationalized farms taken over from capitalists and large
Iandowners, it miist be paid for mainly through the imposition of
low wages and the pillaginig of peasanits through the compuisory

crop-purchase system.

Ownership and political considerations for which the plan is
only an implement have made it impossible to w'eaken the dlctatgr-
ship to any extent or to raise the standard of living. T_hc exclusive

monopaly of & single group, in the economy as well as in politics,
planning that is directed toward increasing its power and its
interests in the country and throughout the world, continuously
postpones the improvement of the standard of living and har-
monijous development of the economy.

The most horrible and difficult thing for me is the night-
mare of communal life.3 It is a horror and a hell. In order to
“understand it, to imagine it and feel it, you have to live with
it constantly. It’s especially hard for an intelligent person to
live among people who are not very developed and are en-
tirely - different—one likes loud music, another likes vodka. It
is constant noise and chaos, racket and uproar.

There are five rooms and five families_in_our communal
apartment. Each family has their own life style. There is, as
usual, one neighbor who's an alcoholic. There is one family—

a husband and wife and two small children—who live in a
room twenty-two meters square. In order not to bother their

- neighbors or add to the frequent arguments, which are already -
bad enough, they do not let their children out of the room.

3. It is probably worth explaining here what a communal apartment is.
In 2 large apartment of three to twenty roums (on the average there are
ﬁ)’e or six rooms) several families live as neighbors, using a common cor- .
ridor, kitchen, wilet, and bathroom (if there is one}—the same facilities
for all neighbors. The situation has been ridiculed and criticized for some
lime—remember Mikhail Bulgakov’s works—but for decades virtually
nothing has changed. -

I could give you a worse example, that of my friends who
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have childrénTheir comimunal apartment” consists of three
families. Qne neighbor_doesn't work. He drinks all gliy, is
completely dissipated, has VD, and during some of his binges,
he excretes right on_the floor in his room. There’s practically

nothing that can be done about it. The Children’s Protection
Commission is powerless to help in this situation. It isn’t pos-
sible to exchange apartments (the so-called trades often mean
higher rent). Who would move into a communal apartment?
People ih communal apartments are basically mean and rude
all the time. They have no reason tg_be kind. Their interests
are directed toward one thing: improving their material life.
Their efforts have practically no results, but still take up all
their energy. Living in contact with these people is very hard.

I could have moved to the provinces. Young specialists have
tolerable conditions there—they are given separate apart-
ments. But they risk losing the scientific milieu and becoming
less qualified, because scientific life is at its best, at its highest
standard, only in scientific centers in the large cities.

In general, the communal problems in our country are the
grimmest nightmares. It's a constant stress, and you could
never get along without taking valeryanka regularly.*

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I work at the train station in the mail transport department.
I am taking courses to become a railroad conductor. Working
as a train conductor is one of the better ways to travel around
the Soviet Union. Othérwise, travel is almost impossible since
travel passes are expensive, “camping out” is hard, and hotel
rooms are at a premium. It is also dangerous, especially for
women, who risk being raped; E_Leis very widespread in our |
country. Young people, students, and just plain adventure-
seekers often take jobs as conductors on trains that are travel-
ing to faraway places. But most often it is middle-aged women
who hold these jobs, for practical rather than romantic rea-
sons. For me, too, it turned out not to be romantic after all.
'Not long ago, we were assigned to the parcel division to
help catch up with the goals of the plan. 1t was one of those
times when they called on everyone to work. We worked twelve
hours a day. Ten of_ those hours, and sometimes more, we
spent unloading and transporting carts laden with packages.
It was virtually the same job as a freight loader. We were
only given thirty minutes to eat during both day and night
shifts. Sometimes our team would not meet its 4quota in the
time allotted to us, even when we worked harder than usual,
and someone would have to stay and work a few extra hours.
What is surprising and disturbing is that only women work
this unbelievably labor-intensive job. Among four teams work-
ing in the package division, there was only one man—the team
leader. The rest of the men would rarely put in an appearance,
and then only when they felt like working ovértime. Women

were never asked if they wanted to work overtime: the extra
“hours were simply considered their duty.

A similar situation exists on our construction sites—a clear
example of the exploitation of women. Even if the proletariat
in our country is no longer an exploited class, women are now
exploited twice as much. This abuse is not reflected in the
laws, but it exists in reality. By law, women are not supposed
to lift weights over twenty kilograms (forty-four pounds). But
if the weigh; of the packages does not exceed this weight, it is
assumed that 2 woman can lift this same weight over and over
again, countless numbers of times. Here in our post office, the
norm or quota is three hundred packages per person per day
(during a holiday season the quota is as high.as five hundred
per day). I‘-Zach package weighs from seven to ten kilograms.
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Thus, all together, 2 woman must lift more“than two thou-
sand kilograms (forty-four hundred pounds) in one shift and
during “holidays” four to five tons. Thus, on the First of May
(Labor Day) or the Seventh of November (the anniversary of
the Soviet Union)—the days marking our great socialist revo-
lution—a woman will break weightlifting records. But she
does not hear the applause that rewards the male weight lifter.
In addition to this, the woman worker must walk great dis-
tances, since the train station is very large. Assume that the
mail cart is placed in the middle of the room and the pack-
ages are lifted and carried to various places. During an average
day, each woman must. carry packages a total of two to three
kilometers, and five kilometers on *“holidays.” When you take
into consideration the additional effort to pull the carts
around, working conditions seem entirely oppressive. If each
package weighs about ten kilograms, the worker must move
from 350 to 1,000 kilograms. One woman pushes this’load,
straining herself to avoid bothering her busy coworkers. And
‘women must struggle even more when the cart wheels are
~ country, women from any level of society who demonstrate
even the least sexual independénce are called prostitutes or
worse.

This kind of society could hardly have been what people
had in mind when they dreamed of a socialist society. Revolu-

" tionaries could hardly have meant this, for there were many
great women among them. Sophia Perovskaya, Vera Figner,
and Larisa Reissner (poet and comnmissar) gave up their lives
for socialist ideals.

Today a woman has no outlet for complaints because wom-
en’s sections! have been abolished as “unnecessary.” It is be-
coming increasingly clear that the current equality means only
giving women the right to perform heavy labor. In the past,
heavy work was confined to the home, but in our day the
woman, still not freed from the incredible burden of the fam-
ily, strains herself even harder in the service of society. The
situation described above is true not only in large cities but
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also in villages. On collective and state farms, women do the
hardest and most exhausting work while the men are employed
as administrators, agronomists, accountants,.warehouse man-
agers, or high-paid tractor and combine drivers. In other
words, men do the work that is more interesting and more:
profitable, and does not damage their health. ’
‘Women have limited access to the technical fields; they are
rarely accepted in_schools of technology. In this area, the pre-
vailing stereotype of women as people incapable of mastering
mathematics and technology comes into play. It is as if ad-
ministrators had never heard of the outstanding mathemati-
cian Sophia Kovalevskaya or the famous scientist Marie Curie,
" not to mention the thousands of other women who work effec-

tively in technological fields. Officially the state expresses con-
-cern for women's health, and statistics designed to prove the
many efforts of the state are staggering—but in real life, some-
thing quite different staggers you. You sense that the functions
of 2 woman’s body have beerr completely forgotten—functions
without which the life of society would simply come to a halt.

' True equality consists of giving women the necessary knowl-
edge and opportunity to meet the same standards applied to
men, and of making allowances for biological differences be-
tween the sexes. Equality is not simply giving women the right
to shovel manure.
