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"Much of the popular appeal of prophecy can be atiributed to the belief that the

prophet could foresce the future and later generations held that the prophecy
contained visions down to "the tast generation." if interpreted aright.(“)
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" A prime function of the prophet was to defend his people and to act as
mediator on behalf of his nation. intercession, thus is an integral component of the
true prophet's mission. To be a prophet means to speak for the people to God,
represent their case and take up their cause."(££)
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"The major contribution of the prophet was considered (o be the de-ritualization
of religion. The basic message of the prophet was ethical monotheism with the stress
on morality rather than ritual. Thus it was thought the independt spirit of the prophet
conflicted head-on with the priest, the professional officiant of organized religion.
The former was interested in right, the latter in rites. The prophet was
"word-posessed” he brought the word of God o man. The priest was "cult-posessed.”
he raised man's sacrifice to God."(AF)
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The prophets ........ appealed directly to the spirit in man, who set the truth before
men and exhorted them to follow it, not out of constraint, but in freedom of spirit,
because it was good, and the will of their God. They never dreamed of legislative
compulsion. The law recognized by Amos is the law of righteousness and humanity
writtcn on all men's hearts. whether Jew or heathen; the law of Hosea is the law of

love to Him who had loved the people and called His son out Egypt. (Here) the
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"Prophets, like ordinary pcople needed to make a living. There are several
references to remunerations for prophetic services, sometimes ammounting to as
little as one quarter of a shekel (1 Sam-9:8) or ten loaves of brcad, some cakes and a
jar of honey (1 Kings -14:3)(AA)
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The conditions that were necessary to qualify for the prophetic office in the Old
Testament sense were not such as to exclude women from the fatter.(3t)
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-ir9 The future community of Israet would have survived the "Day of the
lord”, would live in peace, no longer troubled by oppression, injustice or war. It
would be an age in which would be manifested to all mankind, and so all the nations
would come to reject idolatry and recognize and revere the God of Isracl alone.
